CALL TO ORDER, ROLL CALL: 
Mayor Thomson calls the Council Meeting to order at 6:32 p.m. 
Roll Call:  Present:  Mayor Thomson; and Councilors Acuff, Buckles, McElroy, Hebert, George, 
and Hodgins. 
  
Absent: None 
 
Staff Present:  Heidi Bell, City Manager; Tyler Yeoman-Millette, City Attorney; Kie Cottam, 
Public Works Director; and Omega Rodela Garces, Deputy City Recorder. For the first hour of 
the Executive Session, City Recorder, Yvonne Hamilton was present via Zoom. 
 
PLEDGE OF ALLEGIANCE: 
Mayor Thomson led the attendees in the Pledge of Allegiance. 
 

A. EXECUTIVE SESSION: 
The City of Sheridan City Council will meet in Executive Session pursuant to ORS 192.660 (2)(e) 
To conduct deliberations with persons designated by the governing body to negotiate real 
property transactions. 
The City Council enters Executive Session at 6:33 p.m. 
The Executive Session ends at 7:33 p.m. and the open session reconvened. 
 
ADDITION/DELETIONS TO THE AGENDA: RESOLUTION 2023-E AFTER ITEM G, (label G2) 

 
B.   PUBLIC COMMENT PERIOD:  

Judy Adams, Sheridan resident and manager of the Grand Sheramina food bank. Adams 
informs the Council that the homeless community has been using part of HWY-18 as a resting 
place and suggests for the City to work with the RV park owners at the end of Sheridan Road. 
 

C.   APPROVAL OF COUNCIL MEETING MINUTES FOR January 17, 2023 and January 23, 2023 
✓ Councilor Acuff makes a motion to approve City Council Meeting Minutes for January 

17, 2023 and January 23, 2023. Councilor McElroy seconds the motion; motion passes 
with a 6 to 0 vote.  
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Councilors point out two corrections on the January 17, 2023 minutes. 1) Council President 
Acuff was elected by Council, not nominated and 2) on page 3: More Realty “proposed” not 
“propose”. Additionally, there was an inquiry regarding the discussion on the naming of 
Southside Park.  
 

✓ Councilor Buckles motions to amend the previous motion to approve the January 17, 
2023 minutes with the noted corrections. Councilor McElroy seconds the motion; 
motion passes with a 6 to 0 vote. 

 
D.   HOMELESSNESS 

Discussion: Mayor Thomson recaps the meetings City Council has held regarding the topic of 
Homelessness. Additionally, Thomson reviews all the non-profit organizations, local 
governments, and individuals who have offered their assistance on housing, affordable 
housing, and social services. The Mayor goes over the League of Oregon Cities training that 
the Councilors received. Thomson is collecting feedback on a proposed City Survey on 
Homelessness and site tour to Polk County Resource Center. Mayor and City Manager invite 
the Council for a tour of the Grand Ronde Facility on March 2, 2023.  
 
Council members agree that the city needs to start offering shelter soon. They discuss site 
plans, locations, materials, and regulations organized by other cities and states. The Council 
agrees to each member tackling one task and to come back to the table with their findings. 
Mayor and City Manager will come up with a list to include types of shelter, land, resource 
center, and help to access the resource center. Manager Bell encourages the Council to come 
up with prices for their individual councilor work by the next work session meeting.  
 

E.   RESULTS ON HEALTH INSURANCE STUDY 
Manager Bell goes over the three proposals on health insurances. She explains that, after 
giving the employees the options, they unanimously agreed on LiUNA insurance. Bell says 
that, during the hiring process, the City has missed out on potential employees because of the 
current insurance policy. Council inquires if the insurance rates would increase. Bell assures 
that after talking to the union, increases are rare.  

 
✓ Councilor Buckles makes a motion to direct the City Manager to present a contract for 

health insurance with Oregon & Southern Idaho District Council of Laborers 
International Union of North America (LiUNA) and deliver a cancelation notice to City-
County Insurance Services. Councilor Acuff seconds the motion; motion passes with a 6 
to 0 vote.  

 
F.   AWARD BID FOR WATER REPLACEMENT METERS 

Public Works Director Cottam goes over the three RFPs on water meters. Furthermore, 
Cottam goes over State requirements such as low flow and acoustic detections. He explains 
water loss standards and notes that the new meters will put Sheridan ahead of State 
requirements for water rights. Cottam explains the differences between companies and their 
responses. He states that Kamstrup was the only company that met the City’s request on low 
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flow meters. Furthermore, Cottam points out that Kamstrup has local representation through 
Correct Equipment. Council inquiries about the equipment lifespan, budget, and leaks around 
town. Cottam explains that Kamstrup meters would last for about twenty years, and while 
expensive, it is a fixed-based and cloud-based system which would alert the staff and 
customers about leaks much faster than the City’s current system.  
 

✓ Councilor Buckles makes a motion to accept the proposal from Correct Equipment at 
$853,896 with an allowance of up to 5% of original contracted amount for a change 
order to be approved by the City Manager, change orders exceeding 5% will be 
brought to City Council for prior approval. Councilor McElroy seconds the motion; 
motion passes with a 6 to 0 vote.  

 
G.   MEMBERSHIP TO THE SHERIDAN MUSEUM OF HISTORY 

Council discusses the unique relationship the museum has with its community. There is a 
general consensus that, while the museum is free of charge, this would be an opportunity to 
support this volunteer-based organization. Furthermore, the Council makes note that other 
groups and sub-committees have been using the museum space for meetings, and this is the 
time to give back. Discussion resumes on how much to give them. 

 
✓ Councilor Hodgins makes a motion to approve the City of Sheridan’s membership 

application to the Sheridan Museum of History in the amount of $500. Councilor Acuff 
seconds the motion; motion passes with a 6 to 0 vote. 

 
 

G2.  RESOLUTION 2023-E: PGE MICROGRID  
Bell explains that PGE is offering to ghost write a grant for the department of energy; PGE 
wants to include a smaller size city in their grant. Due to the work efforts on the PSPS event, 
they would like to include the City of Sheridan for their microgrid project.  
 
✓ Councilor Acuff motions for the City Council to approve Resolution 2023-E, A Resolution 

Authorizing the City of Sheridan to Apply for a Grant from the Oregon Department of 
Energy’s Community Renewable Energy Grant Program for a Microgrid at the Sheridan 
Water Plant and/or Wastewater Plant(s) and Delegating Authority to the City Manager to 
Sign the Application. Councilor Buckles seconds the motion; motion passes 6 to 0.  

 
 

H. REVIEW AND DISCUSSION OF CITY COUNCIL RULES OF PROCEDURE 
Discussion: City Manager Bell encourages the Council to submit grammar and formatting 
corrections to the City Recorder by the March 2023 Special Session/Work Session meeting. 
The Council inquiries about Section K- Written Communication to Council, the different types 
of meetings, and voting. Manager Bell explains that if a written document is presented to staff 
prior to a meeting it does not need to be made into an item or added to the agenda as its own 
item; however, it is added into the record. Furthermore, Bell explains that in a work session, 
there is no voting allowed, but rather a time for discussion on a specific topic. Special, regular, 
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and emergency meetings are the only types of meetings where Council may cast a vote. City 
Attorney Yeoman-Millette explains that, in the event of a tie, the Mayor can cast a deciding 
vote or abstain. If Mayor abstains, the motion does not pass.

CALL TO ORDER, ROLL CALL: 
Mayor Thomson called the Council Meeting to order at 7:00 p.m. 
 
Roll Call:  Present:  Mayor Thomson; and Councilors Acuff, Buckles, McElroy, Hebert, George, 
and Hodgins.  
 
Absent: None 
 
Staff Present:  Heidi Bell, City Manager; Tyler Yeoman-Millette, City Attorney; Gwen Gorham, 
Library Director; and Yvonne Hamilton, City Recorder. 
 
ADD OR REMOVE ITEMS TO AGENDA: 
After the Public Comment Period, Heidi added two items 1) the State’s request to prioritize 
capital funding and 2) a brief update on health insurance. 
 
PLEDGE OF ALLEGIANCE: 
Mayor Thomson led the attendees in the Pledge of Allegiance. 
 

A. PUBLIC COMMENT PERIOD: None. 
1. Request to Prioritize Capital Funding 

Heidi said that she submitted six grant requests to State Representative, Lucetta 
Elmer’s office. She explained that the State needs the City to prioritize the requests. 
Heidi listed the grant requests with the amounts requested for each. 
Councilor Acuff remarked that it is important to consider what the City needs to fund 
first; not the dollar amounts. 
Councilor Buckles questioned how the amount for the Homelessness request was 
determined. 
Heidi replied that the request amount was based on the estimates already obtained 
for the project, the fact that the City owns the land, and that the City has about 
$15,000 to put towards the project. 
Councilor McElroy inquired as to whether the State has designated money for this. 
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Heidi responded that the State has not obligated money yet; however, the Mayor’s 
Association is lobbying for that. She said that the Yamhill County Commissioners are 
still considering whether or not to Declare an Emergency Due to Homelessness 
because they still have unanswered questions. 
Tyler asked if there are alternative funding sources for any of these projects. 
Heidi  listed the projects and possible alternative funding sources for each: 

• Sheridan Road – Possible construction training programs may be available; 
ARPA money; ODOT money; gas taxes. 

• Tri Cities Little League Athletic Complex – Possible Ford Family Foundation 
money. 

• Civic Center – Possible $1.5 million available if the Library is included in the 
project. 

• Hebert Plaza – Possible State money through new revitalization program; also, 
City funds. 

• Public Works Building – Right now, there are no alternative funding sources. 
 
The Council prioritized the requests as follows: 

1. Homelessness 
2. Sheridan Road 
3. Hebert Plaza 
4. Public Works Building 
5. Civic Center 
6. Tri Cities Little League Athletic Complex 

 
2. Health Insurance Update 

Heidi reported that the Union agreed to the health insurance change and provided a 
memorandum of understanding to amend the Union contract; this is the second 
amendment to the current Union contract. She added that she will bring a health 
insurance contract to the City Council at the next meeting; however, she wanted to 
know if the City Council would like her to proceed with the 60-day cancellation notice 
to CIS. 

✓ Councilor Buckles motioned for the City Council to approve the 60-day 
cancellation notice to CIS for health insurance. Councilor McElroy seconded the 
motion. Discussion: No further discussion. Motion passed unanimously.  

 
B. APPROVAL OF COUNCIL MEETING MINUTES: 

Discussion: Councilor Buckles noted that the spelling of Vivian and Paul’s last name should be 
corrected to show Pena. Councilor Buckles also noted that the reference to graveled streets 
should be corrected to show graveled alleys. 

✓ Councilor Buckles motioned for the City Council to approve the City Council 
Meeting Minutes for February 21, 2023, with corrections. Councilor Acuff 
seconded the motion. Motion passed unanimously. 
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C. VOTE: RESOLUTION 2023-F: 
Vote: Resolution 2023-F, A Resolution of the City Council of the City of Sheridan Declaring 
Certain City-Owned Real Property as Surplus Real Property, and Setting the Time and Place for 
a Public Hearing on the Proposed Sale of Said Surplus Property 

✓ Councilor Buckles motioned for the City Council to approve Resolution 2023-F, A 
Resolution of the City Council of the City of Sheridan Declaring Certain City-Owned 
Real Property as Surplus Real Property, and Setting the Time and Place for a Public 
Hearing on the Proposed Sale of Said Surplus Property. Councilor McElroy seconded 
the motion. Discussion: Councilor Buckles confirmed that this Resolution only sets the 
date for the Public Hearing. Motioned passed unanimously. 

 
D. VOTE: RESOLUTION 2023-G: 

Vote: Resolution 2023-G, A Resolution Accepting the Engagement Letter Outlining City 
Attorney Services from Haugeberg, Rueter, Gowell, Fredricks & Higgins, PC, for the City of 
Sheridan 

✓ Councilor Buckles motioned for the City Council to approve Resolution 2023-G, A 
Resolution Accepting the Engagement Letter Outlining City Attorney Services from 
Haugeberg, Rueter, Gowell, Fredricks & Higgins, PC, for the City of Sheridan. Councilor 
Hodgins seconded the motion. Discussion: Councilor Buckles asked some clarifying 
questions regarding the legal language. Motion passed unanimously. 

 
E. DISCUSSION: HOMELESSNESS: 

Mayor Thomson shared information about recently touring the Polk County Resource Center 
with City staff. She shared about how this resource center offers many services under one 
roof to assist families and individuals with basic needs. Mayor Thomson explained that the 
Polk County Resource Center receives funding from many different sources. She told the 
Council that the resource center staff offered to help Sheridan. Mayor Thomson noted that 
they also offer services like parenting classes; many of which are available to Yamhill County 
residents. 
Heidi added that Sheridan could start small by setting up resource tables. She gave an 
example of how the Polk County Resource Center sets up a table on utility shut-off day to 
assist people with completing the application for YCAP assistance to prevent shut-off. Heidi 
noted that the resource center staff shared that it can cost about $11,000 to get established 
in a home, depending on the individual’s criminal and/or credit history. 
 
Mayor Thomson shared that the Sheridan Catholic Church has been helpful with assisting in 
the organization of resources and services. She said that this information helps Sheridan to 
know what we have so that we can determine what we need. Mayor Thomson also informed 
the Council about the Catholic Church considering 7 PM to 7 AM shelter in Sheridan when 
temperatures drop below 35 degrees. She will notify the Council on the Church’s decision. 
Heidi expressed gratitude and acknowledged that this has all happened through Mayor 
Thomson’s efforts.  
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Councilor Acuff gave a presentation on Homelessness; following is the excerpt: 
 

“I have asked Heidi to put this on the agenda for this evening because I feel we need to 
discuss this subject seriously. 
 
We as a City Council have been given the responsibility of finding a solution to our 
homelessness, and it is OUR responsibility, because homelessness can happen to 
anyone.  Whether it be caused by a loss of job, mental illness, drug use, death of a 
provider, for whatever reason we must start this process now.  We have allowed 
winter weather to come without providing warming shelters, a safe environment, and 
basic needs for our fellow human beings.  By ignoring this situation, we are only 
showing our indifference and apathy to our citizens.  We have been given money in 
grants to spend on this crisis.  
And yet, we are still waiting,  waiting for what?  The deadline?  Summer?  
Someone else to solve the problem?    Someone else to tell us what to 
do?   
We know there is not a fix-all, we may make mistakes, but I do not want to be a part of 
a council that was accused of not doing something before it gets much worse and we 
have a tragedy.  
Willamina has provided homeless some of the basic necessities, they are specifically 
mentioned in the Mayor’s funding proposal on page 10 and should be commended for 
their prompt commitment,  I didn’t see Sheridan mentioned in the multi-page report. 
 
I do not have the answer, but I know we need to act and here could be a start. 
Unless someone has a better idea, I feel we need to provide a safe area with fencing 
and privacy to camp, with hygiene stations, and basic supplies for survival and maybe 
more.  
I propose we acquire a trailer that will provide showers, washers/dryers, water, power 
station and basic needs that can be moved to locations in need and perhaps used in 
times of emergencies.  I want it to be ours to use as we see fit and need as we need it, 
because Homelessness is not going away anytime soon.   
Further down the line we can adapt our services to the needs of our community once 
we know what we lack. 
 I’m not looking to provide for large numbers of homelessness, just some of those in 
our jurisdiction, we can start with accommodations for 10-15. We already know not all 
will take our assistance.  Even though we do not have an exact count, we know about 
most of them, and numbers will grow.  I don’t propose to provide such 
accommodations that will draw homeless from other towns. 
Someday, I do want us to be able to provide extended services from other agencies to 
help them help themselves, an outreach center where public assistance can be 
accessed and more. 
As elected City Councilors, our major responsibilities are policy and administration.  
Our job is to decide what needs to be done. We are the decision maker in the policy 
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making process. Yes, we share this with Heidi and the staff, but we are responsible for 
and accountable to our residents, with or without homes. 
 I don’t want to wait any longer to start providing assistance to our homeless. 
I’m sure there are other points of concern that I have not covered here tonight.  
Others on the council have their ideas to contribute to this subject. Please do.   
My intentions tonight are to ignite this council into action so that we can show our 
citizens that we are committed to addressing this situation.   
Not all will agree with our decisions, get a backbone and a heart, consider those who 
cannot help themselves for whatever reason. 
If you are a councilor that does not feel that this is our obligation, please resign your 
position.  We took this office with the promise to make this a better place for all in the 
City of Sheridan and I for one am not taking it lightly. 
Let us agree to start this process now and be a part of the solution.” 
 

Councilor Buckles commented that he does not know where to start. 
 
Mayor Thomson responded that the research Councilors Acuff and McElroy did on the 
location at 985 SE Sheridan Road is a good start. 
 
Councilor Acuff noted that the area could be fenced to provide a safe place to camp. She 
added that a more permanent place could be set-up later. 
 
Heidi commented that it is important to consider the security for both the campers and their 
neighbors. She added that it is also important to have the area monitored by individuals that 
are trained in de-escalation. Heidi noted that Church @ the Park Homeless Services | 
Church@thePark | Salem OR (church-at-the-park.org) is looking to expand. She said that they 
work with people to help them find more permanent solutions. Heidi will contact Church @ 
the Park to invite them to present to the Council.  
 
Councilor McElroy expressed concern regarding the public’s perception of homeless camps. 
He added that we need to be respectful of the public and a camp needs to be kept neat and 
tidy. 
 
Heidi said that the City Council may want to consider allowing RVs on private property. Heidi 
emphasized the importance of providing a safe sleep place for victims of domestic violence. 
 
Councilor Buckles asked if prayer is a requirement at Church @ the Park. 
Heidi responded that, while they acknowledge that they are faith based, prayer or religious 
activities are not required. 
 
Heidi listed the items she will work on: 

• Set-up meeting with Church @ the Park; early evening 

• Work on drafting rules for RVs  

• Look into vehicle rotation program for victims of domestic violence

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There was follow-up discussion regarding RV camping, RV waste dumping, and RV permits. 
 
Councilor Buckles asked about a City Emergency Declaration on Homelessness. 
Heidi explained that the State only recognized the Emergency Declarations at the County 
level. She added that Yamhill County cities are urging the Emergency Declaration at the 
County level, noting that the Yamhill County Commissioners will not sign until they get their 
questions answered by the State. 
 
Councilor Hebert suggested that they look into a grant for insurance. 
Heidi responded that we need to determine where the gaps are, even preventative gaps. 
 
Councilor Hodgins volunteered to look into McMinnville’s Safe Homes program; she will share 
the information with the City Council. 
 
Councilor Acuff volunteered to look into estimates for a shower trailer. 
 

F. REVIEW AND DISCUSSSION OF COUNCIL RULES OF PROCEDURES: 
The City Council will review the Council Rules of Procedures and submit comments to Yvonne 
by March 13. 
 

G. REVIEW OF PSILOCYBIN MATERIALS: 
Mayor Thomson explained that the City Council will need to make time, place, and manner 
rules. 
 
The Council agreed to wait on rule making while staff looks into what other Cities are doing. 
 
Heidi noted that she will be sharing the same information with the Planning Commission. 
 

H. REVIEW: CODE ENFORCEMENT TRACKING SHEET: 
Councilor Buckles commented that the inspection dates are not current. 
Heidi responded that there has not been anyone in the Code Enforcement position; however, 
Deycia starts on March 8, 2023. 
 

I. MAYOR/COUNCIL COMMUNICATIONS & PROJECT TRACKING SHEET/SET NEXT WORK 
SESSION TOPIC(S): 
Mayor Thomson reported that she is preparing a presentation on the history of Stoney 
Mountain for the April 3, 2023 City Council meeting. 
 
Councilor Buckles thanked Mayor Thomson, Councilor Acuff, and Heidi for all of their work. 
 
Councilor Hebert questioned who paid for the asbestos report on 106 S Bridge and if that 
amount is on the reimbursement list. Councilor Hebert expressed concern regarding 106 S 
Bridge and erosion compromising the integrity of the foundation of the Plaza.  She is 
concerned that the Plaza foundation will not make it through another winter. 
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There was additional discussion regarding whether liens could be placed on 106 S Bridge if it 
compromises the integrity of the Plaza. 
 
Heidi reviewed the Project Tracking Sheet with the City Council.

 This Contract is by and between City of Sheridan (“City”) and Aligned Engineering, LLC 

(“Contractor”) for the performance of engineering, construction inspection, and related 

consultation services for the City.  

 

A. RECITALS 

 Because this Contract is for engineering services and has an estimated fee of less than 

$100,000, City is awarding to Contractor pursuant to OAR 137-048-0200, allowing direct 

appointment without a formal bid process.

C. AGREEMENT 

1. Term 

 The term of this Contract shall be from the date of execution to February 28, 2024, unless 

renewed for additional periods of time and upon mutually agreeable terms.  

2. Scope of Work 

 Contractor shall provide all services and deliver all materials as specified in the attached 

Exhibits. All services and materials shall be provided by Contractor in accordance with the exhibits 

in a competent and professional manner. 

 During the term of this Contract, Contractor shall be available to receive City or City 

representative’s questions. Responses to such questions and issues shall be received by City or 

City representative within 24 hours. 

 Upon City’s request and without additional compensation, Contractor shall make such 

revisions to completed work product as are necessary to correct errors or omissions appearing 

therein, which deviated from the standard of care described in Section 20. 

3. Compensation 

3.1. Compensation. Contractor shall complete its scope of work as defined above and 

in the attached for a maximum not to exceed total fee of $99,000.00. 

3.2. Invoices. Invoices for Contractor’s services shall be based upon Contractor’s fees 

and hourly rates as set forth in Exhibit A. These amounts shall be billed to the City in 

summary form, detailing the previous month’s fees and costs and the percentage of the 

project completed to date. Reimbursable expenses shall be itemized and backup invoices 

provided if required by City. Invoices are due on or about the 5th day of each month for all 

services performed through the last day of the prior month. Backup invoices, supporting

documentation, and records evidencing the progress made on the project to date shall be 

provided by Contractor at City’s request. Upon request, Contractor will provide the City 

with documents, records, and draft plans evidencing the progress made to date. Contractor 

shall send invoices to City’s representative at City’s address set forth in Section 5. No 

payment shall be due for work undertaken, but not invoiced monthly during the term of 

this Contract. 

3.3. Payments. 

 

a. City will review Contractor’s invoice and within ten (10) days of receipt 

notify Contractor in writing if there is a disagreement or dispute with the invoice. 

If there are no such disputes, City shall pay the invoice amount in full within thirty 

(30) days of invoice date. 

b. The City may suspend or withhold payments if Contractor fails to comply 

with requirements of this Agreement. 

c. City will pay interest on late payments to Contractor as required by the 

Oregon Public Contracting Code 

d. City shall reimburse Contractor for mileage. City shall not reimburse for 

any expense unless Contractor first obtains City’s prior written authorization before 

incurring such expense. Contractor will provide appropriate documentation and 

receipts of such expenditures when submitting them for reimbursement 

4. Contractor Is an Independent Contractor 

 Contractor is engaged by the City as an independent contractor in accordance with the 

standards prescribed in ORS 670.600.  Contractor shall not be entitled to any benefits that are 

provided by the City to City employees. 

5. Notices

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6. Indemnification 

 To the maximum extent permitted by law, Consultant shall protect, defend, indemnify, and 

hold the City and its representatives, officers, councilors, and employees from any loss or claim 

made by third parties, including legal fees and costs of defending actions or suits resulting directly 

or indirectly from Contractor’s negligent performance and/or fault of Contractor, its employees, 

representatives, or subcontractors. If the loss or claim is caused by the joint concurrent negligence 

or other fault of City and Contractor, the loss or claim shall be borne by each in proportion to the 

degree of negligence or other fault attributable to each. 

 Contractor shall defend City from claims covered under this section at Contractor’s sole 

cost and expense until such time (1) as an arbitration panel or a court of competent jurisdiction 

determines that City is liable in whole or in part for the loss or claim caused by City’s negligence 

or (2) until City and Contractor mutually agree to allocate the liability.

 a) Liaison between the engineer-of-record and the City Public Works.  

 b) Reports to Project Engineer and Public Works Designee

(2) In addition, the City shall be notified a minimum of 48 business hours (2 business days) prior 

to the following tests and inspections so that a City representative may be present to witness the 

inspections or tests. Testing shall be started and completed during normal City business hours.  

 

 Streets (public streets, private streets/fire lanes):  

 

(1) Verify that material, compaction, and other tests required to ensure all specifications including 

City specifications are met.  

(2) Periodically check that curb, storm drain work and pavement grades are in substantial 

conformance with approved drawings.  

(3) For pavement construction, perform the following stage construction observations and record 

the date that each is verified:  

 a) Curbs are built to line and grade.  

 b) Subgrade meets grade and compaction specifications.  

 c) Base rock meets grade and compaction specifications.  

 d) Leveling course meets grade and compaction specifications. 

 e) Wearing course meets grade and compaction specifications. 

 

Sanitary Sewers:  

 

(1) Mandrel testing of mainlines.

(1) Pressure tests are performed with PWDS.   

(2) Disinfection (see PWDS App. B notes for procedures).  

(3) Bacteriological Testing (see PWDS App. B notes for procedures).  

(4) Trenches are properly excavated, backfilled, and compacted. 

 

Inspector General Activities  

 

1)  Confirm material testing which is not performed by the engineer-of-record must be 

accomplished by a recognized testing firm or another registered engineer, and: 

 a) Attend preconstruction conference 

 b) Obtain and use a copy of City-approved construction drawings and specifications during 

construction.  

 c) Coordinate to ensure that the City is notified within 48 business hours (2 business days) 

of the start of construction or resumption of work after shutdowns, except for normal resumption 

of work following Sundays or holidays.  

 d) Call to the City's attention within two (2) working days all drawing changes, material 

changes, stop work orders or errors or omissions in the approved drawings or specifications.  

 e) Maintain records which contain at least the following information and submit copies to 

the City on a weekly or daily basis as directed.  

(2) Any Site Visits during the previous week  

 a) Date and time of site visits 

 b) Weather conditions, including temperature  

 c) A description of construction activities  

(3) Statement of directions to change drawings, specifications, stop work, reject materials or other 

work quality actions.  

(4) Engineering changes or contractor actions which result in drawing changes or other significant 

actions.  

(5) Perceived problems and action taken. 

(6) Final and staged inspections (notify & coordinate with City to allow City representative to 

attend during regular business hours).

a) Confirm all surveying services necessary to stake the project prior to and during 

construction and as necessary to prepare as-built drawings when the project is complete, or (2) 

confirm that these surveying services are being provided separately (by the developer or by the 

contractor), all in conformance with City Standards.
