Mayor George calls the Council Meeting to order at 7:02 p.m.

Roll Call: Present: Mayor George and Councilors Buckles, Acuff, Hebert, Hodgins, Houston,
and McElroy.

Absent:

None

Staff Present: Heidi Bell, City Manager; Tyler Yeoman-Millette, City Attorney; Gwen Gorham,
Library Director; and Omega Rodela Garcés, Deputy City Recorder.

A. Presentations: None.

B. Public Comment Period:

1)

Tkeisha Wydro, resident, from the Sheridan Revitalization would like to follow up on
the Wayfinding project from 2019. Wydro would like to find out if the City can start
this project again, and if there will be a new grant available to apply for.

C. Business Items:

2)

Vote: Select Winner of the Street Sweeper Naming Contest

City Manager Bell explains that after the City Council selects a winner to name the
street sweeper from the list of proposed names, Mayor George will deliver the
winning information to the Principal on Tuesday, May 7, 2024.

v Councilor Buckles motions to hame the street sweeper “Sweeping Beauty”.
Councilor Acuff seconds the motion. Discussion: City Council members go over
the list. Motion passes unanimously.

Vote: Resolution 2024-F, A resolution Modifying the City of Sheridan 2024-2026
Strategic Plan

Council Members suggest not mentioning affordable housing in the document but
keep “housing” in general. City Manager Bell explains that the Economic Development
Coordinator Laura Conroy’s recommendation to add the language under Goal 1
Target “Complete zone code changes for diverse housing options” to encompass the
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suggested Council Member’s request to generalize language. Additionally, Conroy
recommends adding a second target “Complete the Housing Capacity Analysis,”
which would give a report on System Development Charges and their role in the cost
of housing throughout the City. Council Members went over the process and steps
taken to have an archivable Strategic Plan 2023 but did not add housing to that plan.
By adding the suggested language, it would include a goal to address the increasing
housing options (by understanding the type of housing needed) or underdeveloped
land in Sheridan. Ultimately, this would give the City an opportunity to apply for urban
growth expansion grants and have a better understanding of the cost for
infrastructure development for open lands. This also means that the City should reach
out to local and non-local developers.

v" Councilor Hodgins motions to approve Resolution 2024-F, A resolution
Modifying the City of Sheridan 2024-2026 Strategic Plan. Councilor Acuff
seconds the motion. Discussion: City Councilors deliberate on how specific the
language needs to be and if there is specific type of housing they would like to
focus on. Councilors agree that they first need to complete the Housing
Capacity Analysis and then complete the code zone changes. Motion passes
unanimously.

3) Vote: Request for Leak Credit
The City Council would like clarification on some of the numbers. The leak credit
request is postponed to the regular City Council meeting set for May 20, 2024.

4) Vote: Task Force Update and Extension Request
City Manager Bell requests two more meetings with facilitator Nick Giannettino and
one additional payment for holding a Town Hall. The process would be one Task Force
meeting to determine Town Hall location, format, date, and time, followed by the
Town Hall, then one last meeting compiling information gathered at the Town Hall.
The City Council deliberates on the budget, the different approaches conducted by
Giannettino/Legarza’s work, and the importance of concluding the project.

v Councilor Acuff motions to approve two additional Task Force Meetings, a
Town Hall and for facilitator Nick Giannettino to provide a final report to City
Council. Councilor Houston seconds the motion. Discussion: Council Members
discuss the importance of giving a report to the residents rather than just
ending the project. Motion passes with 5 yes; 1 nay; 0 abstains.

D. Work Session Topics/Discussion:
1) Discussion: City-Owned Houses: 127 SW Mill St and 245 SW Morgan St
Mayor George gives an approximate 16,274 ft2 summation of city-owned lots in front
of City Hall in comparison to the 9,400 ft? Astound business lot. Since the City-owned
houses are in the commercial zone, it can host apartments on the top floors. George
encourages Council Members to keep this in mind as they deliberate on the
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properties and reference the two maps provided by the City Planner. City Council
deliberates on the following:

Selling the four properties. The Council directs the City Manager to confirm the
City is paying property taxes on the properties.

Remodeling the standing houses to beautify the area. City Council directed
Staff to keep City-owned property in compliance with City Code.

Repairing the Mill Street house with a grant opportunity for the resource center
or business purposes. City Manager Bell explains that there is a grant that the
City could co-sign with Encompass due to the available shower. However, until
the Council decides what to do with properties the City will hold off on this. The
Encompass shower and property co-op can also be located with the Nazarene
Church. Furthermore, Bell explains that she is hesitant to continue talking
about this due to its speculative language and cannot speak on behalf of the
Church Board’s deliberation.

Considering Burn-to-Learn program deadline: mitigation work may put this
program past the deadline for burning. City Manager Bell explains that if the
Council decides to go through with this, then the burning might happen later
in the year.

Demolishing the standing houses and leasing out the bare land.

Standing by and doing nothing.

Council directs Staff to draft a detailed cost-benefit analysis of a couple of the
previously discussed options. City Manager Bell explains that this could be costly and
suggests the Council wait until after the fiscal year. City Manager Bell informs the
Council that the asbestos testing conducted outside of Mill Street came back
negative, and results for the black mold test results are still pending. City Council
decided to table any action until they hear from the Housing Task Force.

2) Discussion: Language Updates to the Sheridan Municipal Code Chapter 5.16
City Council deliberates and asks for further clarification on the language updates to
the Sheridan Municipal Code Chapter 5.16:

Change of local area on pp 19: 5.32.020 (a) — exempt children from this
definition.

Page 20: 5.32.030 (4) change “Portland area” to “nearest office”

Page 21:5.32.050 (b) change word “assemblaging” to “assembly”

Page 22:5.32.080 (a) — change to "9 pm” to “7 pm”.

Page 27:05.32.040 (b) — add “City Recorder shall waive”

Page 27: add 05.32.040 (c) — Registration and fee.

E. Mayor and Councilor Discussion:
e Councilors McElroy and Hodgins would like to know why their mail was open. City
Manager Bell explains that the mail that was sent out by the City to McElroy was a
mistake, and it was never put in the post. Instead, it was put in the Councilor’s binder.
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As for the other mail that comes to City Hall (no matter the name) it is opened and
stamped when received. Bell explains that this is a common practice of any bureau.
Councilors direct Staff not to open Councilor mail that arrives to City Hall.

e Councilor Hodgins asks for clarification regarding City Planner consulting fees. City
Manager Bell provides clarification on the topic.

e Councilor McElroy requests that Staff update the Council on projects happening in the
City. Discussion on the logistics for this request.

e Councilor McElroy requests update on the crosswalk painting project. Bell reports the
project is on schedule.

e Councilor Buckles asks for an update on the South Bridge Crosswalk. Bell will circle
back with more information on the project.

e Councilor Houston reports he conducted on-site visits to various addresses listed on
the report provided by the Code Enforcement Officer and requested the Code
Enforcement Officer receive further training for the position. Houston asks City Council
to revisit the Municipal Code regarding Code Enforcement/violations and how these
are enforced. Discussion ensued.

F. Public Comment Period:
1) Joe Neely, resident, thanks the Council for the conversation regarding door-to-door
soliciting. He is concerned for the First Amendment to be overlooked when the
Council continues with their deliberation on this revision.
2) Kay Buckles, resident, inquires if the City would consider acquiring a lease contract
with the owners of the old Adventist Health Tillamook building for non-profit or
resource center since it is to ADA standards.

G. Executive Session: was cancelled.
1) The City of Sheridan City Council will meet in Executive Session pursuant to ORS
192.660 (2)(e) to conduct deliberations with persons designated by the governing
body to negotiate real property transactions.

H. Committee Business Iltems:

1) Annual Review of City Fees

There was a brief discussion regarding fees and fee increase restrictions.

v’ Councilor Buckles made a motion to increase the stormwater fee to $3.75 per month. Councilor
McElroy seconded the motion. Discussion: Heidi suggested that they wait for Steve Donovan’s
recommendations for fee increases because he may recommend a different or higher amount.
Councilor Buckles amended his motion to recommending a stormwater fee increase to the City
Council after they have been presented with Donovan’s annual study. Councilor McElroy
seconded the motion. Discussion: There was no further discussion. Motion passed with a 13 to
0 vote; Councilor Houston abstained.

2) Budget Message Presentation by City Manager, Heidi Bell

v" Budget Committee Member Necas motioned for the Budget Committee to forego the annual
reading of the Budget Message. Mayor George seconded the motion.
Discussion: Councilor Houston noted that he preferred to have the Budget Message read.
Motion passed with a 12 to 2 vote; Houston and Fink voted no.

There were questions about the locations of the Enterprise and Opportunity Zones. Heidi noted that
the City partners with SEDCOR, Willamina, and Yamhill County. Mayor George commented that he
is working with SEDCOR for funding for Sheridan Road. The Council suggested that they write to
Senator Merkley’s office for funding.

There was discussion about the water looping project and how it will improve water quality.

Heidi made note of the following typos for correction:
e Page 8 of the Budget Message, insert final draft
e Page 10 of the Budget Message, the word “bet” should be “Best”.
e Miscellaneous income needs to be added to the Streets fund.

Heidi reported on each of the Funds in the Proposed Budget that were included in the Budget
Committee packet and made available on the City’s website. She commented on the affects of
Measure 110 on the amount of marijuana tax received by the City. The committee discussed each of
the funds and the funding sources.

General Fund:
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Heidi explained that the funding sources for the General Fund are property taxes, sin taxes, and
franchise fees. She noted that a “Park Donation” line was added.

The Committee discussed the Library budget and the request for one additional full-time employee.
Heidi noted that Library program and activity participation statistics are up from last year. She added
that an additional person is needed to cover during vacations or when someone is out, noting that
for safety reasons, there should always be two people in the building.

The Committee discussed the Parks budget. Budget Committee Member Buckles commented that
labor costs will only go up if the projects are not completed this year. There was discussion about
the Park SDCs. Heidi noted that the Parks and Recreation Committee is tasked with figuring out how
the money will be spent between the Hebert Plaza and the skate park, which is estimated to cost
$110,000 for improvements.

Councilor Acuff expressed concern about General Fund expenses and the potential future costs for
law enforcement, she suggested that some of the Parks funds be used toward a reserve fund. Mayor
George suggested reserving $50,000. Budget Committee Member Buckles suggested lowering Park
Improvements to $200,000 and adding $80,000 to the General Fund Operating Contingency.

v' Committee Member Amundson motioned to lower the Park Improvements line to $200,000 and
add $80,000 to the General Fund Operating Contingency. Councilor Buckles seconded the
motion. Discussion: Councilor Acuff noted that she would like to see more added to the General
Fund Operating Contingency; Councilor Houston agreed with Roxie. Motion failed with a 6 to 8
vote.

v' Mayor George motioned to lower the Park Improvements line to $180,000 and add $100,000 to
the General Fund Operating Contingency. Councilor Acuff seconded the motion. Discussion:
There was no further discussion; Motion passed with an 11 to 3 vote.

Recess:
The Budget Committee took a brief recess from 8:20 p.m. to 8:30 p.m.

Sewer/Storm Water Fund:

Heidi noted that the primary expenses for the Sewer fund are SCADA, Sheridan Road, and the Tytler
Tech software. She added that the City will be seeking estimates for a new Public Works building.
Gary Mathis explained the new SCADA system.

Street Fund:
Heidi commented that the Street expenses include the upcoming Chip Seal project and dust control.

Water Fund:
Heidi noted that expenses for the Water fund include SCADA, Sheridan Road, the Tytler Tech
software, and the forest management project.

I. Public Comment Period: None

J. Votes:
1) Fiscal Year 2024-2025 State Revenue Sharing Funds
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v Councilor Jim Buckles motioned for the City of Sheridan to accept the State Shared Revenue
funds and to appropriate them to the General Fund. Budget Committee Member Kay Buckles
seconded the motion. Discussion: There was no further discussion. Motion passed unanimously.

2) Fiscal Year 2024-2025 Proposed Budget

v Councilor Acuff motioned for the City of Sheridan Budget Committee to accept the proposed
Fiscal Year 2024-2025 Budget with the following changes: $100,000 from the Parks fund will be
moved to the General Fund Operating Contingency; Balance the Grant line in Revenue and
Expenditures in the Water fund and reflect in the Budget and forward it to the City Council for
approval. Councilor Buckles seconded the motion. Discussion: There was no further discussion.
Motion passed with an 11 to 0 vote; Mayor George, Councilor Acuff, and Councilor Hodgins
abstained.

K. Adjournment
v There was a motion for adjournment. The motion was seconded and passed unanimously.

The meeting adjourned at 9:12 p.m.

Mr. Huegli noted that the City continues to
pay for the porta potties for Hometown Days. He said that the City is being added to
Rotary’s top tier support level.

v Councilor Buckles motioned for the City to annually give $500.00 to Rotary.
Councilor McElroy seconded the motion. Discussion: The Council discussed
whether the $500.00 would come out of the Community Grant budget line.

Councilor Acuff noted that the designated
starting area will probably take the full $15,000.00. Councilor Houston noted that he
would like a scope of work before approving the resolution.

Statement of Economic Interest (SEI) and State Reporting Requirements
All persons holding elective office in the City of Sheridan are required to file a “Statement of
Economic Interest” with the Oregon Government Ethics Commission. This annual report must
be filed by April 15th of every year that you are in office. You will be required to set up an
account and file the information online. The information requested will be your sources of
income, property, business interests, and gifts related to the office. Civil penalties may be
imposed for failure to file, or for insufficient information.

Campaign Finance Reporting Requirements
Filing of financial documents is done with the Oregon Secretary of State, Elections Division.
Filing is done electronically, and all the information you will need regarding this process can be
found at the state’s website: http://www.sos.state.or.us/elections/.

RE: City Planner Report

This report covers planning activities from 05/15/24 to 06/13/24.

Land Use and Building Applications:

MHP-22-001: This application is for the extension of previously granted land use approval for a
manufactured home park on Sheridan Road (between 608 and 610 SE Sheridan). Staff have found
in favor of the applicant and issued a decision. The decision has been made final and there was no
appeal. This item shall not appear on future reports.

PRE-24-005: A pre-application conference was held to discuss the possibility of an ADU in the rear
yard of 645 NE Sherman Street. The pre-application conference was conducted, and the applicant is
considering partition or developing the property as a triplex. This item shall not appear on future
reports.

BCA-24-005: A proposal to build a new SFD at 1430 W Main St. The proposal is being reviewed by
City Staff. The review is complicated by accessing ODOT right of way. Staff support the proposal but
may require additional information regarding utilities. ODOT is still completing a review of the existing
accesses.

SUB 2022-01: Subdivision 2022-01 is a proposal for a 32-lot subdivision on the 500 block of Bridge
ST where the street dead ends. The preliminary approval was granted but was set to expire in July.
The current application is to extend the approval. Complications regarding wetlands prevented the
applicant from exercising approval. Notice of the application has been sent out and staff supports
extending the approval period an additional 1.5 years.

BCA-24-027: An application for an ADU at 302 NE Oak St. Staff has completed preliminary review of
the application and has requested additional information. The application is for an ADU on a flag lot,
the current ADU criteria make locating ADUs on Flag Lots complicated and the proposed location of
the ADU must move or be addressed via variance. More information regarding utilities must be
provided. A floodplain development permit is required to approve this application.

PLA-24-001: An application to complete a property line adjustment at 448 SE Edison St. A property
line adjustment was not fully completed in the past and structures have been built across property
lines. This application remedies the situation and clarifies property lines. Staff have deemed the
application complete, and a decision is expected shortly.

SUB-24-001: An application for a 117-lot subdivision at the end of viola street. A previous application
for a smaller subdivision was approved at this location but was allowed to expire due to
complications regarding State and Federal wetlands permitting. This application is slightly larger, and
the applicant has already received the necessary wetlands permits. Staff are currently reviewing the
application for completeness; the completeness review shall be done by 07/04/24.

BCA-24-029: The first building application for the BRTEC project. The application has not been fully
reviewed by staff for compliance with the site review decision. The application cannot be approved
until a floodplain development is issued. An application for a floodplain development permit has not

been received. Staff do not expect issues approving the building compliance application once the
floodplain development application is received.

Special Projects:

The MWVCOG has received a grant from the Department of Land Conservation and Development
(DLCD) to facilitate required code updates relating to manufactured dwellings, duplex dwellings, and
residences in commercial zones. These code updates are associated with City compliance to
requirements of House Bills 2001, 3395, and 4064. A work session to discuss these amendments
shall be held with the Planning Commission in July.

Staff are continuing to work on grant application for a transportation growth management (TGM)
grant. These grants are intended to address issues that crossover between land use planning and
transportation. Staff prepared a first draft of the grant application, attended a DLCD/ODOT webinar
discussing the application process, and are working on collecting letters of support for the project. A
resolution supporting the application is included in this meeting’s agenda.

Public Meetings:
The June Planning Commission meeting was cancelled.

The July planning commission meeting will be a work session to discuss updates to the Sheridan
Development Code.
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
